1783 Adams born in Dunstable, NH on August 21st (NLI) 

1824 musical instrument maker, #112 Chambers St., NYC 

c1825 makes his permutation trumpet (1st photo) 

1824-1828  Bandmaster on USS Constitution; publishes song 

“The Ruins of Troy” 

1828-1835  instrument maker in Lowell, MA, Chapel St.; earliest 

keyed bugle maker in US (photo below) 

1832 instrument maker, Chapel Hill, Lowell (dir) 

1833-1835 musical instrument maker, corner of Chapel St. (dir) 

1834 listed as machinist, 30 Merchants Row, Boston, MA (dir) 

1849-1850  machinist in Provincetown, MA (dir) 

1855 in Provincetown, machinist (dir) 

1864 dies in Milford, NH on March 17th; listed as mechanic
